In this paper, from the point of interpretative paradigm, we are analysing the biography of a significant
sientists of the 20th century lev Semionovich Vygotsky. Vygotski's life story is equally signifciant as his scientific
research, so as in his cultural-historical theory denoting the most signifcant social and historical moments in the
period he lived in. Apart from the crisis of psychology foundation, which in the end of the 19th century and at the
beginning ofthe 20th century, shakes both world and Soviet psychology, creating many problems of methodological,
epistemiological and scientific character, and another sort of crisis shakes Soviet social reality. “Large social
transfroamtion” appearing at the beginning of the 20th century, together with Marxist philosphy and his learning
about a man as a hisotircal and social being — the practical being, crete different and more fertile frame for creating
unique scientifci psychology. According to Vygotsky, this kind of psychology is going to deal with specific
psychological problems of a man — higher mental funcitons, observing connectivity of historical changing of
behaviour and psyche of a man. Beleieving in a strong relation between learning and development, as well as socio-
cultural nature of the both processes, cultural-histoical theory of Vygotsky points at the fact that developemnt of a
child depends on interaction of a child’s individual maturation and the system of symbolic tools and activities that a
child takes from his socio-cultural environment. Learning in its systematic, organised and intentional form, in socio-
cultural theory is seen as the leading power of development.

Summary

Results in teaching in the widest sense are represented thorugh categories of success and failure. Based upon
the predetemined criteria, shildren are divided at school into succesful and unsuccessful ones. This research is focusig
on thoughts of teachers about the causes and ways of prevention of students’ failures. We have used the descriptive
method, chosen in accordcance with the stated aims and tasks, whereas in the area of techniques, we have chosen the
technique of the questionaire. The used quesitonnaire as the instrument of the reserch. For the needs of the research
we have constructed the quetionnarie of 18 questions, and 9 of them had the form of sclosed queaitons, 8 questons are
the combinaiton of open and closed queaitons and one quesiton is of an open type. The sample of this research
included 150 primary school teachers in the area of Belgrade, out of which 95 women and 55 men. Intervieweed
teacers were in the age between 30 and 56 years. Teachers of all subjects were included (Serbian, Mathematics,
Physics, Chemistry, Physical Education, Biology, Music Culture, Art and English) who teach students in the grades 5
to 8. The sample was intenitonally taken, it is not chosen randomly, but it was taken from the part of populaiton
which will, according to the researcher’s opinion, contribute mostly to the successful realisation of the research. We
have the results which tell that it is neccessary to make changes in the curricula, so that they becone easer, more
felxible and adjustable to the age of students. We have also anticipated that theachers are aware that their
personality, behaviour in theaching, professional and pedagocial competence can be the cause of failure of some
studednts, and this is a significant datum, because achieving sufficent marks of studdnts also determines the teachers
to see their contriubiton and encourage the studnts in th process of leaning.

Summary

Practical startin point of the research is the fact that developmen of the career can be apporached from two
aspects: when it si the need of society, and the organsiaiton as well, and from the second, personal, when it is seen as
fulfillment of the need for development. The paper is directed to observing social and pesonal factors (training,
eucation, social position, personality traits...), attitudes of developing career within three categories of intrviewees:
university lecturers, graduated managers and students of management. The sample of the interviewees includes 410
interviewees, from Novi Sad (48,25%) and Eastern Sarajevo (51,7%). In each town, all three categories of
interviewees were included. As the basic one, The Survey mehtod was used, as an addiitonal one The Method of
Theoretical Analysis. In the research, we used the following instruments for collecting data: 1. Questionnaire for
collecting data about socio-status characteristics, and some special attitudes towards the factors of developing careers
and 2. Scale for «mesuring» the general attitudes about the value of career development.

Results show that interviewees consider planning of the career neccessary at the very beginning of the
professonal development, They also think that in our environment, there is no systematic studying of the personaity
traits on the professional development, particularly not conditions of the level of educaiton on forming the attitudes
about the value of investing into the professional development of the employees. Being thoroughly studied, the results
point at the existence of “space” for the actions of the educaitnal insittutions in the sphere of the professional
development, i.e. developemnt of the career. Among the most important charactristics fro the successful developmen of
the career, the interviewees stress: work (26,23%), education and professionalism (23,86%), assertivness (16,27%),
high level of intellignece (13,07%) as well as moral integrity and independence (13,07%). Among the six observed
objects of contentment, teachers and managers represent in only one case the majority (70,3%) show contentment,
and especially in the case theri own professional developemnt. More than two thirds of students express content with
the choice of faculty. More than 90% of the intervieweed University lectures and managers express readiness for more
intensive work, additinal training, jurneys for professional purposes..., so that they can improve their professional
development. Bearing in mind nature of the working role, it is understandable that students rarely show this kind of
readiness for engement in professional activiities.

Total empirical data tell that interviewees have positive general value relation towards career.

Summary

In this paper, we have presented the results of the research about the competence of teachers for using
edcuaitnal sites with the aim of estimation of computer knowledge and skills, as well as the level of training of
teachers for preparation and realisation of teaching using educaitonal sites.

Starting point for the studying of this problem were the statements of many kinds of the research that a lack
of professionalism, i.e. insufficient training of teachers for using computers and the Internet in the teaching process
is the key obstacle in integratiion of informaiton — communicaiton technologies in the teaching process.

Results of the research show that the degree of informaiton literacy of teachers is insufficient nad that traing
of teachers for using eduaitnal sites in preparation and realisation of educaitonal sites in preparation and realisaiton
of teaching is insufficient. Teachers, who have graduated at the University, are more trrained to use computers as
well as using educaitonal sites in preparation and reaistion of teaching than those who completed a high or higher
vocational school. Younger teachers have shown a greater degree of capability for using the computers, and using
educaitonal sites in teaching. Readiness of teachers to improve their skills in all areas, is encouraging, and this is one
of pre-condiitions for using educaitonal sites in preparation and realisation of teaching.

Summary

In the paper, we are analyzing nature and role of the functional terms in teaching literature in the primary
school, particularly in younger grades. These terms were introduced into the curricula in 1976 and they have
remained so far, supposedly to point at the connection between literature and life and in this way to stress the
pedagogical role of the pieces of literature.

It is stressed in the paper that nature of functional terms is not clearly defined and that its use leads the piece
of literature to the simple means of teaching with skipping its artistic value. In the end of the paper, in the example of
the analysis of the methodological apparatus with two poems of Dragomir Djordjevic, we are pointing at
misunderstanding and uncertainties in teaching literature can be led by the comparative existence of functional and
literal-theoretical terms. From this paper, we have a suggestion for functional terms to be abstracted from the
Serbian language curriculum, even more because they do not appear in any other curriculum.

It is known that the principle of respecting the mother
tongue of the students is one of the leading factors in the contemporary methodology of teaching Russian as a foreign
language, and at the same time it is the issue of its participation as possible means of didactical framing of the text
book, i.e. the text as a central component of its macro structure, very actual in the contemporary theory of a foreign
language. In our anlysis, we have tried to show in which way and in which extent mother tongue (Serbian) can
participate in framng theorietical-cognitive, instructive andinstrumental-practical texts in the text book of a foreign
(Russian) language. Results of our anlaysis have shown that mother tongue (Serbian) is a desirable element of
didactical frame of the text in the innititial phase of learning foreign (Russian) language, particulalry theorierica-
cognitive and instrucitnal texts. Mother tongue as a structural element of a textoteque represents the text avalialbel
and more undeerstnandable for a student, participates in forming his linguistic competence, points at indiviual work
and techniques of learning, and this is one of the first pre-condiitons of successful learnng and teaching in geenral.

Summary

Role of a teacher at school is of an utter importance for forming communicative skills of students, especially if
we consider lack of free time and working hours of parents, minimalism in socialising (common interaction) between
parents and children and the quality of free time contents (The Internet, video games, reality programmes, serials,
etc.). We are facing more and more conflict situations and violence, both at school, in the street and in the family.
Encouraging self-confidence of students, empathy, mediation, individual conflict resolution and discovering new
solution without interference of the third person (a teacher) is of an essential significance for students’ potential
affirmation, self-confidence and communication skills. Affirmation of children’s self-confidence through individual
decision making is unconsciously obstructed by parents’ decision making on behalf of children (a parent best knows
when the child is cold, when he/she should eat, who he/she is going to play with, who he/she could tell “Sorry*, etc.),
but also teachers who often decide upon the outcomes of many school situations by implementing solutions, for
example in a conflict situations (a teacher names a culprit for a conflict, gives sanctions, informs the parents,
requires explanations, etc). Realisation of the aim of this paper is shown by relying on the constructivists’* theories
and non-violent communication (creator Marshall, B. Rosenberg), and therefore constructivism and non-violent
communication are defined, as theoretical concepts of pedagogical-educational process, the analysis of transitive and
constructivists approach of conflict resolution is applied with he stress on the analysis of the role of teachers and
students in this process, but also writes scenario / picture story. The aim of this paper is pointing at the possibilities
of training students to solve the conflict individually, after observing many potential solutions, and through writing
scenarios, without interference of the third person, i.e. Posing potential solutions (either through suggestions or final
solution) and in this way contributes to greater level of interaction and positively influences the self-confidence of
students.

Summary

In this paper we have shown in which way, by applying realistic methodological approach, active learning,
heuristic and experiments method, we can analyse a part of geometrical contents connected to adoption the term of a
circle and disc in lower grades of the primary school.

Starting from the attitudes of Froydental connected to real mathematical surrounding and Piaget's theory of
the ways of perception and forming geometrical forms of children, a new methodological way of teaching about the
circle has been shown. Through the methodological solutions, in which we observe the form connecting it to the form
from real mathematical surrounding, there are more methodological-didactical solutions discussed which should
contribute to improvement of teaching of mathematics in lower grades of the primary school. Students of this age,
within the initial teaching of geometry, first get to know the circle as a geometrical form in the 1st grade whereas in
the 3rd grade, more detailed teaching of the circle has been assumed.

During teaching geometrical contents, it is necessary to develop perception, preciseness, patience and motor
skills. Through experimental workshops, the author shows methodological solution, how children can, through
practical work, and at the same time developing motor skills, get to know all the features of the circle. Participating
in the experiment, children with their own cognition come to solutions, and so memorise for a longer time what they
have learnt. After the research of application of this model of teaching geometrical contents, we can conclude that this
way of work is interesting and close to students. It encourages them to cooperation and thorough mental and motor
engagement.

Describing experimental workshops, we want to help teachers-practitioners in realisation of the teaching
contents of geometry.
